Please note that if entering the meadow great care should be exercised if Amanda Jones car is on the ramp – any damage caused will be the responsibility of the person causing – also the wicket gate should be kept closed at all times.  There shall be no liability for any injury caused to persons or goods and property – each person is directly responsible for their own actions – we will endeavour to make the location as safe as possible but nature rules regarding your own safety!!  
UNTIL FURTHER NOTICE THE FACILITY WILL BE AVAILABLE ON A 1ST COME FIRST SERVED BASIS.
The 1st main NO – N0 is regarding noise – we would ask that following the provision of the table and mulch bark base no canned or live music is permitted other than MP3 type personal audio units.  For the benefit of fellow residents and neighbours (The Parade) all users of the facility are asked to respect their privacy and keep all noise to its lowest level possible.

UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES ARE NAKED FLAME ITEMS TO BE USED (BBQ’s or candles, etc.)  If successful we envisage future development of location to include a proper built and concrete based BBQ which would be provided plus an additional table or two.  Until that time regrettably any hot food must be prepared in your own apartment or delivered in.

IT IS YOUR RESPONSIBILITY TO REMOVE ALL RUBBISH AND DISPOSE IN THE NORMAL WAY – IF NECESSARY WE WILL ASK THE CLEANERS TO REMOVE AND ADDITIONAL CHARGES WILL APPEAR ON THE ANNUAL SERVICE CHARGE.
