Chairman's Report


The Chairman reported that generally it had been a quiet year and the only points to mention were as follows:

4.1
A building survey had been commissioned on the development prior to the expiry of the 10 year NHBC Cover.  There were some minor repairs and work revealed in the report but nothing significant and the work required was being prioritised and dealt with.
4.2
There had been few complaints from shareholders during the year.  

4.3
The Company had set up a website and the website address is www.blackfriars-shrewsbury.co.uk.  A copy of the survey report and other information had been placed on the website and this was regularly updated.

4.4
Thanks were expressed to E Clitheroe and P Crompton who had been responsible for the general management of the development over the year.

5
Director’s Resignations and Appointments


No resignations or appointments were reported.
6
Company Accounts


The accounts were presented by Ann Tudor and unanimously adopted by the meeting.  A Tudor highlighted the following points:
6.1
Legal and professional fees were higher than previous years as this included the survey fee of some £2,000 plus vat
6.2
Repairs and renewals included the new railings which was required for health and safety and some repointing work of a wall.

6.3
The Company should consider how to deal with accumulating profits shown in the accounts in future years.  One possibility would be to waive all or part of the ground rent.

6.4
W Brewin (Flat 19) was not shown as a Director on the accounts and this needed to be updated.

7
Appointment of Accountants
The meeting unanimously re-appointed Whittingham Riddell as the Company Accountants for the ensuing year.
8
Any Other Business


The following matters were reported.

8.1
Two large trees had been felled and one lopped and some minor planting and landscaping had been carried out.  The original landscaping scheme had not been implemented owing to concerns about any possible effect this may have on the stability of the land.  The tree felling and replanting carried out had been done in agreement with The Parade, S & ABC and the Resident’s Association.

8.2
One of the openings in the wall adjacent to the river towpath was currently blocked with a wooden structure and the Management Company agreed to investigate its possible replacement with railings.
8.3
It was reported that there were still some parking issues within the development and commercial vehicles being parked by the occupier of No. 16.  This was in hand.
8.4
It was reported that some pupils from the Wakeman School were climbing over the wall adjacent to the towpath, walking across the land and climbing over the boundary railings to gain access to The Parade.  Despite warnings they were continuing to do this and it was agreed that A Cross should write to the Headmaster of the Wakeman School, addressing the Company’s concerns over health and safety etc.
